Good conduct, silence and absolute honesty are essential on the part of every candidate taking the test/examination.
Students who misbehave or act maliciously in such a way that they upset the conduct of the test/examination will risk
mark penalty or disqualification from the subject test/examination. Students disqualified for cheating or attempted
cheating will be given zero mark for the paper(s)/subject(s) and be punished with a demerit point / a major demerit.
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Candidates must follow invigilators’ instructions during the test/examination or conduct marks will be deducted.
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Any candidate absent from the test/examination due to sickness should produce a medical certificate on his/her return
to school.
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No supplementary test/examination will be conducted for candidates who have been absent from or have failed in the
test/examination.
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In the event of the suspension of school due to adverse conditions, such as tropical cyclone, the test/examination
scheduled to be held on that day will be postponed and arrangements for these tests/examinations will be announced
later. Tests/Examinations will, however, resume according to the original test/examination timetable when the school

re-opens.
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Candidates are advised to arrive at the test/examination centre at least 10 minutes before the start of the
test/examination.
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Candidates must occupy the seat assigned to you in accordance with the seat number stated on the seating plan posted
in the test/examination centre.
